4. Amendments 

 

a. If it is proposed to make a substantial amendment to the research, the lead 

researcher should submit a notice of amendment to the Research Ethics Committee. 

b. A substantial amendment should not be implemented until approval has been given 

by the Research Ethics Committee. The committee will normally give an opinion 

within 30 days of receipt of the valid application for amendment. 

 

5. Review of approval 

 

a. The Research Ethics Committee may review its opinion at any time in the light of any 

relevant information it receives. 

b. The lead researcher may at any time  

i) request that the Research Ethics Committee reviews opinion, or  

ii) seek advice from the Research Ethics Committee on any ethical issue relating to 

the research. 

 

6. Breach of approval conditions  

 

Failure to comply with these conditions may lead to suspension or termination of the 

approval by the Research Ethics Committee.
