The University subscribes to nine key principles relating to ethical research and expects 
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5.  Research outside the UK 
 

Research to be undertaken outside the UK, or involving partners from outside the UK, 
carries an additional level of responsibility and scrutiny and researchers should consider 

fully all legal and professional requirements. Researchers should bear in mind the 

differences between the civil, legal and financial position of national and foreign 
researchers and academics. Where the research is carried out entirely overseas 

researchers should familiarise themselves with the legislative requirements of the 

country in question. 
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
